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The Role of the Ring Bearer 
 
 

 Attends the rehearsal with parents to get familiarized with the wedding 
ceremony proceedings and seating arrangements. 

 Attends the rehearsal dinner with parents. 
 Parents pay for wedding attire, attend fittings. 
 Needs to be ready for wedding least 2 1/2 hours before wedding ceremony. 
If needed for pre-ceremony photos, go to Bride's location. 

 Stands with wedding party throughout wedding ceremony. 
 Walks down the aisle, usually before the Bride or before first Bride's Maid. 
 Holds ring pillow during wedding ceremony. May have actually rings on 
pillow, sometimes people fake this and give officiant real rings in advance. 

 Escorts the Flower Girl during the wedding day as required. 
 Has pictures taken with wedding party. 
 May stand in receiving line with parents close by. 
 May sit at head table at the wedding reception. 
 May dance with Flower Girl during wedding party song at reception. 
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
